1301 Fall Semester Final Paper (Major Grade)

What I am looking for is a compare and contrast paper (minimum 2 ½ pages) dealing with the issue of slavery and how it has been portrayed in popular culture over the decades since Beecher Stowe wrote her book.  The basis of your paper will look at Harriet Beecher Stowe, Uncle Tom’s Cabin and compare its portrayal of the institution of slavery to that of popular films that have come out in the years that followed.  You need to choose at least one other film or piece of literature to compare Beecher Stowe's work to.  My suggestion is that you evaluate several different films with that of Uncle Tom’s Cabin.  There are plenty to choose from: Django, Gone with the Wind, Amistad, 12 Years a Slave.  The rubric for this project goes as follows:

30%- Spelling and Grammar.  This should be a no brainer.  If you are unsure of your spelling and grammar then you should have someone look at your paper before you submit it.  

10%- Selection of works to compared.  The more the merrier as they say.  The more selections you compare and contrast the easier your job will be. 

30%- Originality.  As I go through and read each of your papers I will be looking for similarities between each of them and counting off for unoriginal ideas.  

30%- Organization and Clarity.  Make sure you’re using paragraphs to organize the different selections, themes and contrasting ideas.  The more professional your paper is, the better the grade.
